Different activities for the class to get to know each other.  The importance of becoming 

a dog trainer, communication and practical skills.  Feedback and evaluation.

Classical conditioning and 

Operant Conditioning is detailed. Fundamentals of our approach to obedience and the 
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dog/handler relationship. Extensive coverage of our reward-based teaching systems, 

using verbal praise versus clicker, luring, shaping, leash work and building behaviours. 

Demonstration of a sample dog training lesson. Feedback.
